Classroom Policies

Materials needed for class: You will need to have notebook paper for note-taking, homework and in-class assignments.  You need to bring your textbook and a writing utensil to class everyday.  
Classroom discussions:  You will be asked to participate in class.  You are expected to ask questions when you do not understand the topic being discussed.  When no questions are asked, I assume everyone understands the material.  

End of class dismissal:  You are dismissed from class when the bell rings.  You are to remain in your seat until the bell rings.  There will be no congregating at the door.

Using the bathroom/leaving the classroom:  Letting you leave the classroom is at my discretion.  Do not abuse this privilege. 
Tardy policy:  The school tardy policy will be strictly followed in this class.  You need to be in your seat ready to work when the bell rings.

When you are absent:  Check the assignment board in the room for daily homework.  Extra worksheets will be on the counter.  You have two days to turn in make-up work for full credit.  Beyond that, assignments will be accepted at my discretion.  You are responsible for the notes that are given when you are absent (check the class website).  If additional help is needed, please see me before or after school.  The school attendance policy concerning make-up work will be followed in this class.  
Returning homework assignments:  All graded assignments will be placed in the appropriate tray in the back of the classroom.  Please check at least once a week for your work.  It is recommended that you keep homework assignments to assist you in studying for quizzes and tests.

Extra help:  Extra help is available anytime.  All you have to do is ask.  I am available in the morning during Student Assistance Time (7:15-7:30).  If you cannot make it during this time, see me to set up a time when we can meet.  It is your responsibility to seek out extra help if you need it.

Food, candy, gum, pop, etc.:  Food, candy and drinks are not allowed in this classroom.  You may chew gum as long as I do not find it on the floor, desks, chairs, etc.  This is a privilege.  You will lose it if you abuse it!  

Dress code:  Be sure you are familiar with the school dress code including policies on purses, ripped/torn jeans, shorts, leggings/yoga pants, shoes, etc.  Violators will be sent to the office!

Cheating: Anyone caught cheating on a homework assignment, quiz, or test will receive a grade of 0 for that particular assignment or assessment.  Subsequent incidents will result in a pinkslip and/or parental contact.
Cell Phones:  Cell phones are not to be seen during class unless we are using them as an academic tool.  I will let you know when it is appropriate to use your cell phone.  If I see it during instructional/work time, it will be confiscated. 

Announcements:  There will be no talking during announcements.  Please be respectful to students (and teacher) who want/need to listen to the announcements.
**Be respectful of adults and other students in the classroom.  Rude comments will not be tolerated!

**Do not interrupt while teacher or another student is speaking.  

Stay positive and focused!  Give 100% effort every day!  Seek out extra help when needed!

My expectations are high and excuses will not be tolerated!
